If injury or illness is life-
threatening or the 

person is unresponsive 
call 911.

Provide care as instructed 
by 911. Do not leave 

person alone. 

Call Campus Security at  
403.284.8000 for 

assistance. 

If illness or injury is not life-
threatening offer assistance. 

If not qualified to 
perform first aid, call 
Campus Security for 

assistance at 
403.284.8000.

If person requires first-
aid provide first aid if 

qualified.

If care at the Health Clinic 
is not available seek 

alternative medical care at 
an AHS urgent care centre 

(Sheldon Chumir) or a 
walk-in clinic. 

Alternatively, advice can 
be sought from 811.

 Arrange transportation 
with family or trusted 
roommate/friend of 

person. If not available, 
call Campus Security to 
arrange transportation.2  

Stop all work.

Person ill or injured.
